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ANAWIM SHELTER

Let’s all join to help those in need

anawim this Christmas season!

The Anawim Shelter, which operates a men’s homeless shelter on the grounds of Holy Trinity Mission Church in
Chicago, recently purchased a building located in the Humboldt Park area of Chicago that will be used for a women'’s
shelter. The president of the shelter is Teresa Mirabella; she used her own money to purchase the building but it has
been registered in the name of Anawim Shelter.

Right now, the interior of the building is just a shell, with all plumbing, electrical, windows, doors, and so forth
having been pilfered, so there is much to be done in order to make it habitable for the anticipated ten women
(maximum capacity) who will live there. Most, if not all of the labor, including the general contractor, tradesmen,
and other workers, all from within the Polish American community, have pledged their labor pro bono. However, the
anticipated cost of materials is about $50,000. Thus far, Ms. Mirabella has received private donations and a donation
from a Polonian Foundation totaling $20,000, just through word of mouth, as she is a very humble person who
does not ask for handouts. We would like to help her raise the rest of the funds she needs to bring this project to
completion.

Part of the criteria for being considered a resident of the shelter is that the women must be actively participating
in a substance-abuse program, or have successfully completed a program, but now need help and/or a safe place to
stay while they get back on their feet. As with the men’s shelter, those who are able to hold down either part-time
or full-time work must contribute something back to Anawim. Those who are not able to work are assigned duties
within the shelter, including rotations of cooking, cleaning, and other duties. Everyone is expected to give back in
some way for the help they receive.

Anyone who is familiar with how Ms. Mirabella operates is truly awed by her commitment to others and to God. She
does not take anyone in who is looking for a free ride; only those who want to make themselves better so that one
day they can function outside of the shelter are invited. Those of us who have visited the men’s shelter were struck
by the fact that the facility is spotless and everything is organized and operates on schedule.

PWA is proud to offer our support to the Anawim Shelter this holiday season, and throughout the coming year.
In the spirit of giving to this and other worthy causes, this year, in lieu of sending out our annual $12 Household
Membership Dues invoice in late November, we
will be sending each PWA Household a voluntary
donation request in the amount of $12 for our
PWA Charitable & Educational Foundation.

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POLISD TRAOITIONS
Of The PRE-CHRISTMAS SEASON

AOVENT

St. Andrew’s Day on November 30th heralds the beginning of Advent, the holy season of the Christian
church year which leads up to Christmas. It includes the four Sundays preceding Christmas Day. The
word Advent comes from the Latin adventus, which means the coming. In Poland this is a time of
quiet reflection and spiritual preparation for Christmas. Traditionally, it is not, like in the United States
and increasingly in other countries (and even now in Poland), a time for parties, decorating, and
shopping. In anticipation of the Nativity, people refrain from partying and limit holiday preparations
at home to house cleaning—perhaps polishing silver for the Wigilia supper—baking cookies and
making decorations and ornaments for the Christmas tree out of myriad materials—straw, paper,
wood, and foodstuffs such as nuts and grains. Carols (koledy) are not sung (traditionally, the first carol
was intoned on Christmas Eve). Such restraint, however, is disappearing as commercial preparations
for the holidays are seeping in.

RORATY

A unique tradition specific to Poland is the early-morning mass called roraty, which is celebrated
only during Advent. The word roraty comes from the first words of the introit, the prayer that begins
the mass, which are “Rorate coeli”in Latin, meaning “Heaven, drop down the morning dew...” A daily
Advent vigil ceremony, the service starts before sunrise, with churchgoers lighting candles gradually
in the dark during the mass, increasingly bringing light as the dawn rises, symbolizing the upcoming
birth of Christ. Roraty have been observed in Poland since the 13th century and continue to be
celebrated in cities and villages throughout the country to this day.

ST. N1ChOLas Ooay

On December 6th, St. Nicholas Day (Dzieri swietego Mikotaja/Mikoftajki) is celebrated across all of
Europe and brings a reprieve for children from the quiet of Advent. Nicholas was a 3rd century Greek
saint and bishop who dedicated his life to generosity to those in need, especially children. In Poland,
someone in the family is selected to represent St. Nicholas and he was often driven in a sleigh to visit
homes and schools in a Polish village. He dresses in a long white or red robe, wears a tall headpiece
much like a bishop’s miter, and holds a crozier in his hand; a flowing white beard completes the
costume. Sometimes he is accompanied by a little angel and a little masked devil.

St. Nicholas (sw. Mikotaj) rebukes the mischievous, praises the obedient, listens to children recite
their catechism and prayers, and passes around heart-shaped pierniki (honey gingerbread cookies),
holy pictures, and shiny apples or oranges, which he produces magically from under his cloak or
from a sack. In case St. Nicholas cannot visit the children of a family or school personally, his gifts of
sweets, fruit, nuts, ornaments, and small toys are placed under or near the sleeping children’s pillows
during the night of the eve of the 6th. Naughty children might be left birch twig switches tied up
with red ribbon.

ChRISTMAS MARKETS

Despite the subdued atmosphere mandated by the weeks of Advent, Christmas Markets appear in
city and village squares during Advent. Temporary stalls sell ornaments, toys, hand crafts, candles,
sweets, seasonal foods, and mulled wine. A large lit tree usually presides over the market as the town
and village squares glisten with the wares on offer and the air is perfumed with spiced beverages
and roasted chestnuts.




crecbhes

Créches or Nativity scenes (szopki) have a rich tradition in Poland, dating to the 13th century;
they were popularized by the Franciscan order. As today, they would be set in the side altars of
churches, the manger traditionally left empty until Christmas Eve mass (pasterka), when a figure
of Baby Jesus would be placed in the crib. Every home displays a szopka, either set beneath the
Christmas tree or on a shelf or mantelpiece.

The style of szopki varies throughout the regions of Poland. They are made of materials as diverse
as metal, glass, straw, wood, plaster, dough, wool, and paper. Figures are hand carved in colorful
folk style, and elaborate and detailed Baroque figures carry on the German wood-carving
tradition. Scenes represent biblical figures, animals, as well as figures in local costume. The most
spectacular of Polish créche styles is the Krakovian szopka. It is a unique nativity setting that
incorporates scenes from the city’s history and legends, architecture, elements, and the Krakéw
szopki are richly ornamented, multi-layered, and constructed from paper, wood, silver and
gold foils, bits of plastic, and faux jewels. Actual sizes of the structures range in size from small
enough to fit inside a matchbox to several meters high. (See photos on the cover of this issue of
Gtos Polek.)

In Krakéw the beautiful city square, Rynek, gets decorated and ready for Christmas at the start
of Advent. On the first Thursday in December, the market square in Krakéw is turned into an
art competition, keeping alive a tradition that dates back many years. It's the competition for
the most beautiful Krakéw Nativity Scene (szopka krakowska) and is sponsored by the Historical
Museum of Krakéw. According to tradition, creche-makers often incorporate characters from
Krakéw history and legends in their creations, including Queen Wanda, the Dragon of Wawel, and
the famed Lajkonik. Each creche incorporates elements of the architecture of Krakéw, rendered
in fairy-tale colors. The szopki are elaborate, joyous, and often imbued with humor. The annual
competition for the most beautiful Krakdw szopka was started in 1937, suspended during the
war years, and reinstated in 1946.

Christaas cookies

Another Advent tradition that has continued to this day is the baking of cookies during the
season of reflection preceding December 24th. Cookies may be baked weeks in advance of the
holiday as they keep well in cool storage or in tight tins. Their preparation infuses the house with
aromas redolent of anticipation for the holiday repast. The mixing, forming, and baking offers
a gratifying and creative activity for all the family and often resembles a veritable Christmas
workshop. Some of the cookies are designed with openings to facilitate threading string in order
to hang them on the Christmas tree (choinka). Others are layered (przektadane) with preserves,
sometimes with openings cut into the top layer, the jam adding color to the cookie. Aimond
extract and cinnamon are favored flavorings, as is ginger for the Polish specialty, pierniczki. (See
some favorite Polish cookie recipes on page 24 and on our website.)

cbolnka

The Polish Christmas tree (choinka) was traditionally brought into the home and decorated on
Christmas Eve, just before the start of the Christmas Eve dinner (Wigilia). In modern times, many
families do put up the choinka earlier, but this still happens closer to Christmas than it does in
the United States. Many Polish Christmas trees are lit by beeswax candles, rather than electric
lights, and they feature many handmade ornaments from straw, wood, paper, or foodstuffs. The
choinka comes into Polish homes later in the holiday season, and it also stays up longer—at least
until the feast of the the Three Kings on January 6th, and often as late as the feast of Our Lady of
the Candles (Grominczna), celebrated on February 2nd, which is the official end of the Christmas
season in the liturgical calendar.

POLISH CHRISTMAS COOKIES - CIASTECZKA SWIATECZNE

Nothing heralds the coming of Christmas better than the aroma
of cookies baking in the oven. Here are two classic Polish cookie
recipes you may want to try with your children and grandchildren
this year. You can find more recipes on our website.

Polish Gingerbread Cookies

Ingredients:

1/2 cup honey, 4-5 cups flour, 1 pinch of black pepper, 1/2 tsp
nutmeg, 1/2 tsp cinnamon, 1/2 tsp ground cloves, 1/2 tsp ground
ginger, 4 eggs, 1 cup sugar, 1 tsp baking soda dissolved in water

Preparation:
Heat honey until it boils, then allow it to cool until lukewarm. In a
large bowl, sift the flour with the spices. In a separate large bowl,
beat the eggs with the sugar until thick. Add the soda to the eggs,
then the honey, then the flour. Mix well. Roll out the dough on a
lightly floured board to 1/4 inch thickness. Cut
cookies into Christmas shapes with cookie
cutters. Bake them on parchment-covered
cookie sheets in a 350 degree oven for about 10-
15 minutes, or until just lightly browned. After
cooling, the cookies may be decorated with
icing made of powdered sugar, water, and a

can be covered with a chocolate glaze. To hang:
make a hole in the cookies with a plastic straw
before baking, if you want to hang them on your
Christmas tree. Loop a thin red ribbon or thread
through the hole before hanging. These cookies
are delicious as well as pretty enough to add a special Polish touch
to your tree.

Polish AlImond Crescents

Ingredients:

1/2 pound (2 sticks) butter, 1/2 cup sugar, 1 egg yolk, 1 teaspoon
almond extract, 1/4 cup ground blanched almonds, 1 2/3 cups
all-purpose flour, confectioner’s sugar for dusting

Preparation:

Heat oven to 350 degrees. In a large bowl! or stand mixer, cream
butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Beat in egg yolk and almond
extract, mixing well. Add almonds and flour, and blend thoroughly.
Using walnut-size pieces of dough, shape into crescents with your
hands and place on baking sheets lined with parchment paper.
Bake 20 minutes or until slightly golden brown on the edges. While
still hot, roll crescents in powdered sugar, then store in tightly sealed
containers. Re-roll in powdered sugar just before serving.

renomowanych czasopismach zapewniaty mu trwate miejsce w
dziejach polskiej kultury, jednak osiggniecia Kolberga na polu
etnografii i folklorystyki przestonity te dokonania.

Gtéwnym celem Kolberga stato sie zebranie materiatéw
dotyczacych wszystkich dziedzin kultury ludowej na terenie
przedrozbiorowej Rzeczypospolitej i stworzenie podstaw dla
nowej gatezi nauki - etnografii. Program naukowo-badawczy
realizowat w postaci serii wydawniczej “Lud’, jego zwyczaje,
sposOéb zycia, mowa, podania, przystowia, obrzedy, gusta,
zabawy, piesni, muzyka i tance. Kazdemu regionowi miata by¢
poswiecona osobna monografia. W 1871 roku opuscit Warszawe.
Od Krakowskiego Towarzystwa Naukowego otrzymat subwencje
na wydanie monografii okolic Krakowa. Zaproszony przez
przyjaciela J6zefa Konopke (ziemianina, dziatacza spotecznego,
zbieracza i wydawcy piesni), na okres 13 lat zamieszkat w
Modlnicy, w majatku jego siostry Antoniny Konopczanki i brata
Juliana. W Krakowie pozyskat gorliwych wspotpracownikéw,
nawiazat liczne kontakty ze sSrodowiskiem naukowym iliterackim.
W latach 1871-1875 opublikowat cztery tomy Krakowskiego
Regionu - monografie etnograficzng modelowg dla nastepnych
regionéw. Badaniami objat wszystkie regiony lezace w zaborze
austriackim, podrézowat po Wielkopolsce, Pomorzu i Mazurach.
Pracowat w bibliotekach, archiwach i Akademii, przygotowywat
publikacje. Systematycznie publikowat kolejne tomy “Ludu’”.
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W 1878 roku wyjechat do Paryza na wystawe swiatowa, na ktorej
zaprezentowat w pawilonie austriackim swoje wydawnictwa
i kolekcje ikonograficzng polskich strojéw ludowych, za ktéra
otrzymat ztoty medal. W 1880 objat patronat naukowy nad
pierwszg wystawa etnograficzng zorganizowang w Kotomyi
przez Towarzystwo Tatrzanskie. Zebrany woéwczas materiat
etnograficzny opublikowat w tomach “Pokucie” (1881-1888).
W latach 1883-1890 wydawat kolejne tomy “Ludu”: Lubelskie,
Kieleckie, Radomskie, teczyckie, Kaliskie. W 1884 r. zamieszkat
w Krakowie. Zajat sie gtéwnie dziatalnoscig edytorska. W 1889 .
przyjaciele Kolberga zorganizowali jubileusz piec¢dziesieciolecia
jego pracy badawczej. Otrzymat wtedy wyrazy uznania od
towarzystw naukowych, instytucji oswiatowych oraz osob
prywatnych ze wszystkich trzech zaboréw i z zagranicy.

Oskar Kolberg zmart 3 czerwca 1890 roku. Ostatnie miesigce
zycia spedzit w domu swego przyjaciela Izydora Kopernickiego,
lekarza i antropologa, badacza kultury ludowej, ktérego uczynit
wykonawca testamentu i opiekunem spuscizny naukowe;j.

Dzielo Kolberga do dzi§ wykorzystywane jest przez
kompozytoréw, nauczycieli muzyki, zespoty amatorskie,
wreszcie przez badaczy i wszystkich pragnacych poznac kulture
wsi polskiej XIX wieku. Zaden naréd nie ma tak bogatych
zbioréw dokumentujacych stan kultury ludowej w okresie, gdy
industrializacja i gwattowne przemiany spoteczne przyspieszaty
jej naturalng zmiennos¢.

narodzie nie obdarzyta tak

nauki praca jednego cztowieka”

(Izydor Kopernicki* o Oskarze Kolbergu)
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W tym roku mija 200. rocznica urodzin Oskara Kolberga,
znakomitego folklorysty, etnografa i kompozytora. W
ciggu potwiecza pracy, prowadzonej w latach 1839-1890 i
obejmujacej tereny catej przedrozbiorowej Rzeczypospolitej,
Kolberg zgromadzit gigantyczne archiwum dokumentujace
wszelkie aspekty szeroko rozumianej kultury tradycyjnej,
pozostawit 33 tomy wydanej za zycia dokumentacji folkloru
ziem Rzeczpospolitej Obojga Narodéw, zatytutowanej “Lud,
jego zwyczaje, sposéb zycia, mowa, podania, przystowia,
obrzedy, gusta, zabawy, piesni, muzyka i taiice’, a drugie tyle
pozostawil w tzw. “tekach kolbergowskich”. Wedrujac po Polsce,
znoszac wszelkie niewygody tych podrézy, wierzyt, ze jego
praca przyczyni sie do zachowanie tradycji, ktdra z kolei stworzy
fundament sprzyjajacy odrodzeniu Polski. Wierzyt, Zze Polska
kiedys sie odrodzi whasnie dzieki pielegnowaniu swej kultury.

Oskar Kolberg urodzit sie 22 lutego 1814 roku w Przysusze
(w dawnym powiecie opoczynskim). Jego ojciec, profesor
na Uniwersytecie Warszawskim, pochodzit z niemieckiej
Meklemburgii, za$ matka, ze spolonizowanej rodziny francuskich
emigrantéw. Nie przeszkodzito im to jednak czu¢ sie polskimi
patriotami i wychowa¢ mtodego Oskara w tym samym duchu.
Lata mtodziencze i okres nauki Kolberg spedzit w Warszawie.
W latach 1823-1830 uczyt sie w Liceum Warszawskim oraz
rozwijat talent muzyczny, pobierajac lekcje gry na fortepianie i
kompozycji. Szczegdlny wptyw na zainteresowania muzyczne
Oskara Kolberga wywarta mtodziericza znajomosc¢ z Fryderykiem
Chopinem. Oskar byt Swiadkiem poczatkéw kariery muzycznej
- wykonawczej i kompozytorskiej Fryderyka i do konca zycia
pozostat zafascynowany jego twérczoscia. Zamkniecie Liceum
Warszawskiego po upadku powstania listopadowego przerwato
edukacje szkolng Oskara Kolberga. W 1830 roku przyjat posade
ksiegowego w banku, kontynuujac studia muzyczne. Lata 1835-
1836 spedzit w Berlinie, gdzie uczeszczat do Akademii Handlowej
i réwnoczesnie studiowat kompozycje i teorie muzyki. Po
powrocie do kraju zostat zaliczony do grupy ,znakomitszych
artystdbw miasta Warszawy” W tym czasie tez zblizyt sie do
warszawskiego srodowiska artystycznego literatéw i malarzy.
Zafascynowany kulturg ludu, tak jak wszyscy twoércy okresu
Romantyzmu, w 1839 roku odbyt pierwsza wyprawe badawcza
na Mazowsze i rozpoczat prace nad dokumentacjg folkloru
muzycznego, a pozostajac pod urokiem muzyki Fryderyka
Chopina, w piesniach i melodiach ludowych szukat inspiracji
dla wiasnej twdrczosci kompozytorskiej. Dokumentujac spiewy
ludu szczegdlna wage przyktadat do wiernosci zapisu melodii.
Natomiast w ich publikacjach stanowiacych repertuar dla
muzykowania domowego zamieszczat opracowany przez siebie
akompaniament fortepianowy.

Jego spuscizna muzyczna obejmuje piesni, kompozycje
fortepianowe i kompozycje sceniczne. W piesniach, opartych

na autentycznej muzyce ludowej, wykorzystywat Kolberg
teksty popularnych wéwczas poetéw: Teofila Lenartowicza,
Jozefa B. Zaleskiego, Stefana Witwickiego i in. Kompozycje
fortepianowe réwniez pozostawaty pod wplywem melodii
wiejskich $Spiewakéw i grajkéw, ktére notowat ze stuchu
podczas etnograficznych wedréwek. Komponowat przede
wszystkim utwory taneczne: polonezy, mazury i mazurki, walce,
polki, obertasy, kujawiaki, kontredanse. Najbardziej znana
kompozycjg O. Kolberga jest opera sielska “Krél pasterzy’, do
libretta T. Lenartowicza.

Z czasem porzucit wkasng twérczos¢ i zaangazowat sie gtéwnie
w dziatalno$¢ naukowa i edytorskg w dziedzinie etnografii
i folklorystyki; z pozycji kompozytora przeszedt na pozycje
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muzyka-folklorysty i etnografa. Wyrazem tego byta publikacja
“Piesni ludu polskiego” wydana w 1857 r. - zbiér ballad i melodii
tanecznych z przyspiewkami z réznych regionéw Polski.

W 1845 r,, aby ustabilizowa¢ swa sytuacje materialna, przyjat
prace ksiegowego w Zarzadzie Drogi Zelaznej Warszawsko-
Wiedenskiej, a w latach 1857-61 w Zarzadzie Dyrekcji Drog
i Mostéw. Praca ta pozwalata na gromadzenie Srodkéw
finansowych na dziatalnos¢ edytorska, badania terenowe i
podréze. W ciaggu dwudziestu lat badaniami etnograficznymi
objat: Kutnowskie, Kurpie, Krakowskie, Podgérze Beskidzkie
Podhale, Slask, Kaliskie, Ptockie, Radomskie, Kieleckie, Lubelskie,
Sandomierskie, Ziemie Dobrzynska, tomzynskie, Chetmskie
i Podole. W 1861 r. zrezygnowat ze statej posady i postanowit
utrzymywac sie z honorariéw za recenzje w czasopismach,
rozprawy i artykuty naukowe z dziedziny teorii i dziejéw
sztuki zamieszczane m.in. w Encyklopedii Powszechnej
Samuela Orgelbranda. Opracowania haset encyklopedycznych
oraz recenzje i artykuty na temat muzyki publikowane w
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O szesciokqtnych
ptatkach sniegowych

Snieg inspirowat poetéw i malarzy,
a takze wzbudzat ciekawosc
naukowcow. Ci pierwsi fascynowali
sie bielg, iskrzeniem i pieknem
pejzazu pokrytego biatym catunem,
podczas gdy naukowcy starali sie odkry¢ tajemnice
ksztattu poszczegdlnych platkéw, ich niepowtarzalnosci,
symetrii i procesu powstawania.

Historia ptatkéw $niegu zaczyna sie jeszcze przy
powierzchni Ziemi. Woda parujaca z mérz, jezior i rzek
zamienia sie w pare wodng, czyli gaz skfadajacy sie z
pojedynczych, rozdzielonych czgsteczek wody. Nastepnie
ciepte i wilgotne powietrze wznosi w rejony chtodne,
wysoko nad powierzchnia Ziemi. Tam para wodna skrapla
sie i powstaje chmura bedaca zbiorem matych kropelek
wody zawieszonych w powietrzu. Pomimo tego, ze
panuje tam niska temperatura, ponizej 0°C, woda zamarza
dopiero wtedy, gdy znajdzie sie w poblizu jakas obca
czasteczka, np. pytek, drobina kurzu lub czasteczka dymu.
Wtedy powstaja krysztatki lodu.

Najpierw wszystkie maja ksztatt ptaskich, szesciokatnych
ptytek. W czasie podrézy ptatka sniegu w kierunku
powierzchni ziemi zmienia sie zaréwno wilgotnos¢, jak
i temperatura otoczenia. Na wystajacych krawedziach
tworza sie nowe krysztaty, i wiasnie dlatego ptatki $niegu
moga mie¢ bardzo ztozone ksztatty. Symetria ptatka sniegu
wynika z tego, ze kazde z ramion ro$nie praktycznie w tych
samych warunkach (temperatura i wilgotnos¢), dlatego
ramiona rosng w prawie identyczny sposob.

Wreszcie, po przebyciu wielokilometrowej drogi przez
chmury, zespdt krysztatkbw opada na ziemie pod
postacig pfatka $niegu. Zazwyczaj ptatki majg $rednice
od kilku milimetréw do 1-2 centymetréw, ale moga tez
mie¢ bardzo imponujace rozmiary; na Syberii widziano
$niezynki o $rednicy ponad 30 centymetréw. Najwieksze
i najpiekniejsze sniezynki powstaja przy duzej wilgotnosci
powietrza, gdy panuje temperatura od -20°C do -10°C.
