The German
occupation was followed in 1945 by the communist
domination of Eastern Europe, and it wasn't until 1989
and the fall of the Soviet Union that Poland became a
free and independent nation once again.

We wish all of our members and friends a very
Happy and Blessed Easter and we look forward to
celebrating with you in the coming months both the
120th anniversary of the founding of PWA as well as
the 100th anniversary of the restoration
of the Polish State.

TWO IMPORTANT ANNIVERSARIES

« May 22, 1898 - PWA Founders’ Day
 November 11, 1918 - Restoration of
Poland’s Independence

2018 marks not only the 120th anniversary of the founding
of PWA on May 22, 1898, it also marks the 100th anniversary
of the restoration of Poland’s sovereignty, on November 11,
2018. On that date in 1918, Poland regained independence
after 123 years of partition by the Russian, German, and Austro-
Hungarian empires. In December of 2017, the Polish Sejm
passed a Resolution that pays tribute to the generations of
Poles fighting for the dream of a free Poland and working to
preserve the “spiritual and material substance of the nation.”
Among the “Fathers of Independence” mentioned in the
Resolution is Ignacy Paderewski, cherished in the United States
for his piano virtuosity and for his activities to promote the idea
of an independent Poland. He is widely credited for his role
in U.S. President Woodrow Wilson receiving the Nobel Peace
Prize. Wilson included the creation of a Polish sovereign state as
one of the prerequisite peace conditions for ending World War
I. Presented to the U.S. Congress on January 8, 1918, as point
Xl of his famous “Fourteen Points,” this declaration remains
the most remembered contribution of the United States to the
rebirth of an independent Poland. 2018 has been declared a
year of celebrations in Poland and around the world that will
mark this important anniversary.

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Notable Polish Amervicans
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Notable Polish Americans

We continue our series focusing on notable Polish Americans as we present to you in this issue a Nobel Prize laureate
in physics and an acclaimed surgeon — both representatives of fields in which Poles have made remarkable contributions over
the centuries, beginning as early as the 15th century with the astronomer Nicholas Copernicus (Mikotaj Kopernik), and followed
by many others in varied areas of scientific endeavor, some of whom were featured in the fall 2017 issue of Gfos Polek. Kudos to
the two Polish Americans below -- a theoretical physicist and a transplant surgeon. We salute and congratulate both of them on
their accomplishments and achievements.

Frank Anthony Wilczek - Theoretical Physicist

Dr. Frank Wilczek is a 2004 Nobel Prize Laureate in Physics—together with David J. Gross and
H. David Politzer—for work on theories related to subatomic particles and the forces holding
them together, the analytic study of matter.

A third generation Polish-Italian American—Wilczek's Polish grandfather served in Haller’s
Blue Army in the latter years of WWI—he embraces his heritage wholeheartedly. Wilczek
was born in Queens, NY. As a child, puzzles and games intrigued him and he aspired to
study mathematics, which he did as a major at the University of Chicago; he then pursued
physics at Princeton. Currently, Wilczek is the Herman Feshbach Professor of Physics at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology in Cambridge, MA. The receipt of the Nobel Prize was
preceded (and followed) by numerous prestigious awards from universities, institutes, and
research foundations around the world. He is a recipient of the McArthur “genius grant” and
in 2012 was honored by the Kosciuszko Foundation at their annual gala. A distinguished science writer and also a poet,
Wilczek is an admirer of poet William Blake and Italian Renaissance architect Brunelleschi. An unconventional thinker,
he leaps from one idea to another, be it string theory or native intelligence of animals or why the world is so beautiful.

Among many posts he holds alongside his academic position, Wilczek is a member of the Scientific Advisory Board for
the Future of Life Institute, an organization that works to mitigate existential risks facing humanity, particularly risk from
advanced artificial intelligence (Al). In 2014, Wilczek penned a letter, along with fellow theoretical physicist Stephen
Hawking, warning that “Success in creating Al would be the biggest event in human history. Unfortunately, it might
also be the last, unless we learn how to avoid the risks.” He is a Polish American forging boldly into understanding the
unknown existence that lies ahead.

Maria Siemienow - Transplant Surgeon

The Polish-born transplant surgeon and scientist, Maria Siemionow emigrated to America
armed with a medical degree and a PhD in microsurgery from the Poznarh Medical
Academy. She was named Director of Plastic Surgery Research and Head of Microsurgical
Training in the esteemed Cleveland Clinic’s Department of Plastic Surgery in 1995 and
served in that capacity until 2013. In 2008, she headed the team that performed the
first remarkable near-total face transplant in the U.S. on a female patient who had been
shot in the face. It is still a radical and rarely performed surgery; perhaps only 30 a year
are undertaken worldwide. In 2014, Siemienow joined the University of lllinois Chicago
College of Medicine as a professor of orthopedic surgery, specializing in the fields of nerve
regeneration and tissue transplantation. As a reconstructive surgeon, hand surgeon and
microsurgeon, she specializes in the field of reconstructive transplantation, such as face
and hand transplants.

President of the American Society for Reconstructive Transplantation, Siemienow is a
member of the Armed Forces Warrior Restoration Consortium, an academic-industry team focused on developing new
treatments for wounded soldiers. She is also a member of the Kosciuszko Foundation Collegium of Eminent Scientists
of Polish Origin and Ancestry. In 2009, Dr. Siemionow received the Commander’s Cross Polonia Restituta award and the
Order of Merit of the Republic of Poland.

Possessing an engaging personality, Dr. Siemionow finds teaching most absorbing and gratifying. She asserts that she
gets inspiration from the young people she works with. “I feel their youth and innocence in one way, and their thinking
that anything is possible,” she states.“We are teaching them every day to be modern Leonardo da Vincis.”

President of Poland Speaks before the
United Nations in New York

On January 18, 2018, United Nations Secretary-General
Antonio Guterres met with H.E. Mr. Andrzej Duda,
President of the Republic of Poland. The Secretary-
General congratulated Poland on officially becoming
a non-permanent Member of the UN Security Council.
Accompanied by the newly appointed Polish Minister
of Foreign Affairs, Jacek Czaputowicz, they discussed
challenges to peace and security that are on the Council’s
agenda as well as climate issues, including a UN climate
summit to be hosted by Poland on December 3-14, 2018,
in the southern city of Katowice. President Duda addressed
the Security Council meeting on non-proliferation of
weapons of mass destruction.

New Polish Consulate Opens in
Houston, Texas

Joining Polish consulates in the U.S. located in Washington,
New York, Chicago, and Los Angeles, the Consulate General
of the Republic of Poland in Houston with Consul Zbigniew
J. Wojciechowski at the helm, covers the following states:
Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Mississippi, New Mexico,
Oklahoma, and Texas. Together with Congresswoman
Sheila Jackson Lee, former Foreign Minister Witold
Waszczykowski inaugurated the activities of the Consulate
in December 2017.

“This new consulate will give much more access to
consular services for Poles living in the U.S., in Midwest
states,” said Minister Waszczykowski at the opening
ceremony. “Poland’s decision to increase our diplomatic
presence in the state of Texas was not accidental,” the
Minister underscored. “Apart from its basic consular role
and services for the large Polish diaspora in the region, the
consulate will also have a number of economic, public, and
cultural diplomacy tasks, including liaising with U.S. and
international businesses and organizations.”

Poland Wins Two Medals at the
Winter Olympics

Poland won two medals at the Winter Olympics in South
Korea, placing it 20th in the medals count by nation. Polish
ski jumping star Kamil Stoch, 30, won the men’s Large
Hill individual event, while Poland took the bronze in the
men’s ski-jumping team competition. In the last two Winter
Olympics, Sochi in 2014 and Vancouver in 2010, Poland
earned six medals both times, so this year's Games were
a letdown, but Kamil Stoch continues to be a ski-jumping
super star, both in Poland and internationally, having won
three individual gold medals in his career, plus a number
of team medals as well as World Cup championships. Go
Kamil!

Polish Lenten and Easter
IJraditions

Polish Easter traditions are as old and beautiful as
Polish Christmas traditions and they require just
as much elaborate preparation. These traditions
celebrate not only the central mystery of the
Catholic faith, the Resurrection of Jesus Christ,
they also celebrate the coming of spring and
the long-awaited rebirth and renewal of nature
after the long, dark months of winter. The Polish
name for Easter is Wielkanoc, which means Great
Night—the night from Holy Saturday to Easter
Sunday when the miracle of the Resurrection
took place.

Lent or Wielki Post is the six-week period of
religious preparation for Easter. Before the fasting
that is a part of Lent, everyone enjoys one last
week of merrymaking and good food. This is called
Fat Week or Ttusty Tydzien. It starts on the Thursday
before Ash Wednesday, when costume parties are
held and millions of the famous jelly doughnuts
called paczki are baked and consumed. In the
United States, pgczki are eaten on Fat Tuesday, also
known as Mardi Gras, but in Poland these delicacies
are a part of weeklong celebration leading up to
Ash Wednesday.

On Ash Wednesday people go to church for ashes
and they also cut pussy willow branches, called
bazie or kotki and place them in water, in the
hope that they will bloom by Palm Sunday. The six
weeks of Lent, leading to Easter Sunday, are a time
of fasting and prayer. Stations of the Cross and
Gorzkie Zale are two religious traditions observed
during Lent. Gorzkie Zale, which means Bitter
Sorrows, are beautiful hymns or lamentations
that are sung on Friday evenings and Sunday
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afternoons in Lent. These are ancient chants,
retracing the Passion and Crucifixion, and their
soulful notes ring out of all churches in cities and
villages in Poland during Lent.

Palm Sunday, Niedziela Palmowa, begins Holy
Week when preparations for Easter can start
in earnest. Since palms do not grow in Poland,
people take pussy willow branches to church
to be blessed by the priest on Palm Sunday, or
sprigs of colored straw. The branches and sprigs
are then hung in houses, usually tucked behind a
holy picture, to bring health and prosperity to the
household during the coming year.

Holy Week, Wielki Tydzieri, includes spiritual and
other preparations for Easter. Homes are cleaned,
curtains washed, and the baking and cooking
begins. In olden times, ham and sausages were
made and smoked at home, and bread and other
pastries were baked from scratch. The baking
tradition continues today and tall airy babkas,
flat colorful shortbread cakes called mazurki, and
rich creamy cheesecakes or serniki are lovingly
prepared. Each housewife wants to have a large
selection of homemade pastries to place on her
Easter table. Easter eggs, called pisanki, are also
made during Holy Week.

On Holy Thursday, people go to church for a
service that commemorates the Last Supper. The
priest washes the feet of twelve parishioners and
repeats the actions and words of Jesus Christ,
starting the celebration of the Passion that will
take place overthe next three days.On Holy Friday,
after 3 p.m., which is the time that Jesus died on
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Polish Lenten and Easter

the cross, each church sets up a tomb where the
Holy Eucharist is placed as well as a statue of Jesus
taken down from the cross. Parishioners stand
guard at the tomb all night as people come and
pray. Many people go from village to village and
in the city from church to church to pray at the
tombs, called groby. No baking is allowed on Holy
Friday, but people spend time coloring Easter eggs
and preparing baskets to be blessed in church on
Holy Saturday.

The most colorful additions to Polish Easter
baskets are the Easter eggs, called pisanki. There
are many different names for Easter eggs in
Poland, depending on the method that is used to
make them. In addition to the eggs, a Polish Easter
basket, koszyk wielkanocny, includes sausage or
ham, bread, butter, salt, and horseradish. The eggs
symbolize life, spring, and the Resurrection. Bread
represents Christ, the bread of life. The sausage or
ham represent abundance and God’s generosity.
The horseradish represents the passion of Christ
and salt symbolizes prosperity. Butter represents
good will and the decorations of green sprigs,
pussy willows, or daffodils represent joy. People
all over Poland walk with their Easter baskets in
hand to church on Holy Saturday—where a priest
blesses them with holy water—and then they go
straight home to try some of the blessed food,
which tastes all the more delicious after weeks of
fasting during Lent.

On Sunday morning, a beautifully laid table is
prepared and covered with pisanki, ham, sausage,
cold meats, salads and relishes, including c¢wikta,
made with grated beets and horseradish, bread,

babki, mazurki, and other pastries, and, in the
center, a lamb, baranek, made of butter or sugar,
commemorating the resurrected Christ. No smoke
was permitted on Easter Sunday so no warm food
was served, other than Zurek, the traditional sour
soup that is a must on the Easter menu. Easter
Brunch is called Swieconka, which means blessed
food, since many of the items served on Easter
Sunday had been blessed in church on Holy
Saturday. The Easter Brunch starts with the sharing
of a blessed egg-everyone takes a piece of the egg
from the head of the household as they exchange
best wishes with one another.

On Easter Monday the water consumption in
Poland shoots way up and this is due to an ancient
custom that is still observed today, in villages
and cities alike. It is called Smigus Dyngus or Wet
Monday when people sprinkle each other with
water on the day after Easter, or, in the case of
young people, they don't sprinkle but douse each
other with buckets of water. Boys lie in wait to
surprise young girls to see who can get whom wet
first! In extreme cases, you might even be thrown
into a stream of cold water with all your clothes on!

The custom of pouring water is an ancient spring
rite of cleansing, purification, and fertility that is
practiced all over the world, from Europe to China.
In Poland it takes on a religious meaning since,
according to legend, Prince Mieszko |, the first king
of Poland, was married and baptized on Easter
Monday in the year 966 AD. He had the entire
nation of Poland christened on his wedding day
as well, and Poland has been a deeply religious
country ever since, for over one thousand years.

Ham is often the centerpiece of the Easter table — but in many countries roast lamb gets the pride of place. The rich variety
of meat dishes at Easter is usually accompanied by a wide selection of relishes, salads, and vegetable dishes — followed in
turn by many delicious pastries and desserts. In Poland the Easter Brunch, Swieconka, usually starts with a sour soup like
zurek (fermented rye soup), or sour cucumber, spinach, or sorrel soup; this is a tribute to the suffering and passion of Christ.
The remaining dishes are rich and fat, savory and sweet, celebratory and traditional. Below we present classic recipes for
a tart dill pickle soup, a bone-in roast leg of lamb, two typical Polish salads made with leeks and beets, and a traditional,
age-old Easter orange-almond cake that is easy to make and sure to please.

Take leg of lamb out of refrigerator
one hour before roasting; rinse well in
cold water; pat dry with paper towels;
set aside and let meat come to room
temperature. Prepare pan for roasting
by placing the sliced onions, 2 garlic heads, unpeeled and sliced
in half, and 1 rosemary sprig in the pan; sprinkle vegetables with
olive oil. Rub the meat with more olive oil; make 10 incisions
in the roast and insert garlic cloves and small rosemary sprigs
into the incisions; sprinkle liberally with salt and pepper; place
the meat on top of onions and garlic in pan. Cover roast loosely
with aluminum foil and place into a preheated 300 F oven. Roast
slowly for 3-4 hours, basting the meat every hour with 1 cup of
water, until the internal temperature on your meat thermometer
shows 140 F. Remove roast from oven; let rest for 20 minutes
before slicing.

Stanistaw August Poniatowski
(1732-1798)
ostatni krdl Polski

W tym roku mija 220 lat od Smierci Stanistawa
Augusta Poniatowskiego ostatniego z krélow
zasiadajacych na polskim tronie. Czas jego
panowania (1764-1795) byt najtrudniejszym
okresem w dziejach Rzeczpospolitej,
zakonczonym tragicznie trzema rozbiorami.

Pierwsza potowa XVIII wieku w Polsce to okres
rzadéw Augusta Il i Augusta lll Saséw, a znane
polskie powiedzenie: ,Za kréla Sasa, jedz, pij i
popuszczaj pasa’, dobrze te czasy charakteryzuje.
Cechowata tamte lata anarchia, zacofanie
gospodarcze, spoteczne i kulturalne, brak armii,
przekupstwo postéw, zrywanie sejméw i walka z wszelkimi probami reform.

Stanistaw August Poniatowski urodzit sie 17 stycznia 1732 roku w Wotczynie, jako széste
dziecko Stanistawa Poniatowskiego i Konstancji Czartoryskiej. Dzieki pozycji rodziny
otrzymat wszechstronne wyksztatcenie, wiele podrozowat i juz w wieku 23 lat zostat
ambasadorem Anglii w Petersburgu. Wéwczas poznat caryce Katarzyne I, z ktéra miat
romans, i dzieki jej protekcji 7 wrzesnia 1764 roku zostat wybrany na kréla Polski. Mtody
witadca od poczatku swojego panowania zaczat wprowadzaé postepowe zmiany, jak,
m.in., zniesienie liberum veto, utworzenie komisji wojskowych i skarbowych. W 1765
roku krol Stanistaw zatozyt Szkote Rycerska - elitarng uczelnie wojskowa, ktéra miata
ksztalci¢ przyszta armie. Utworzyt réwniez bedaca zalazkiem rzadu tzw. konferencje krola
z ministrami i kancelarie krélewska. Dziatania na szersza skale hamowata Rosja, dla ktérej
Poniatowski miat by¢ narzedziem do pogtebiania uzaleznienia Polski od caratu, a takze
szlachta obawiajaca sie utraty tzw. ,ztotej wolnosci” czaséw saskich. Przedstawiciele stanu
szlacheckiego zawigzali w 1768 r. tzw. konfederacje barska i wystapili zbrojnie przeciwko
krélowi i Rosji. Wojna skoriczyta sie zwyciestwem Rosji w 1772 roku. Zaraz potem Prusy,
Austria i Rosja dokonaty pierwszego rozbioru Polski. Pomimo ograniczen wtadzy i ciagtego
braku pieniedzy w skarbcu, Poniatowski rozumiat potrzebe reform, a takze zabiegat o
rozwaj kultury; jako ,oswiecony wtadca” na tym znat sie najlepiej i w tej dziedzinie sg jego
niewatpliwe zastugi.

W 1773 roku powstata Komisja Edukacji Narodowej - pierwsza na $wiecie centralna
instytucja o charakterze dzisiejszego Ministerstwa Edukacji, ktora zreformowata wszystkie
szkoty i uniwersytety. Stynne staly sie jego obiady czwartkowe, na ktérych spotykali sie
polscy intelektualisci. Z inicjatywy kréla, w Warszawie kwitta twoérczos¢ malarska; Belotto
Canaletto malowat obrazy stolicy, a portrety ludzi - Marcello Baciarelli.

Z polecenia kréla zbudowano tez przy zamku w Warszawie nowy gmach biblioteki
krélewskiej, ktérej zbiory szacowano woéwczas nawet na 20 tys. tomdw.

Za jego panowania uruchomiono warszawski teatr publiczny, ktérego dyrektorem zostat
Wojciech Bogustawski.

Za jedno z wiekszych osiggnie¢ kréla uwaza sie uchwalenie Konstytucji 3 maja w 1791 roku,
bedacej pierwszym tego rodzaju aktem prawnym w Europie.

Niestety, przystapienie kréla do konfederacji targowickiej zawigzanej przeciwko
Konstytucji, i poddanie wojsk polskich walczacych przeciwko targowiczanom i Rosji
doprowadzity do drugiego rozbioru Polski (1793). Rezultatem upadku powstania
kosciuszkowskiego (1794), bedacego odpowiedzig na drugi rozbidr Polski, byt trzeci rozbior
Polski (1795). Po dokonaniu przez zaborcéw trzeciego rozbioru Polski, Poniatowski zostat
zmuszony do abdykacji w dniu 25 listopada 1795 roku. Zmart na wygnaniu 12 lutego 1798
roku w Petersburgu. Jego zwtoki obecnie znajduja sie w katedrze $w. Jana w Warszawie.

W dziejach panstwa polskiego, ostatni krél Polski doceniany jest za dziatalnos¢ na rzecz
o$wiecenia kraju i obarczony odpowiedzialnoscia za jego upadek.

Latem 1850 roku
Chodzko wszedt z oddziatem
pomiarowym na Ararat (5156
m). Prace tam prowadzone byty
niebezpieczne i pochtonety wiele
ofiar. Powodem byty m.in.: cholera,
odmrozenia, nieszczesliwe wypadki
i starcia z goéralami kaukaskimi. W
1853 r. po wybuchu wojny krymskiej
pomiedzy Rosja a Turcjg Chodzko
zostat  naczelnikiem  oddziatu
geodezyjnego  zajmujacego  sie
pracami topograficznymi na terenie
Turdji.

W $lad za
Kolumbem, da Gama i Magellanem wyruszali w $wiat coraz to
nowi poszukiwacze przygdd, bogactw i stawy; mapa Ziemi byta
w dalszym ciaggu uzupetniana. Natomiast poczatek racjonalnej
eksploatacji tych odkry¢ przypada dopiero na wiek XIX — okres
badan wnetrzy kontynentéw.

Polskie nazwiska w historii odkry¢ geograficznych i badan ziemi
pojawity sie wiasnie w tym czasie.

Tak na przyktad, na poczatku XIX w. Australia byta najmniejznana
ze wszystkich kontynentéw. Nawet zarys jej linii brzegowej nie
byt catkowicie okreslony. 25 kwietnia 1839 r. przybyt do Australii
polski podréznik Pawet E. Strzelecki (1797-1873). Jego droga
prowadzita przez Anglie, obydwie Ameryki, wyspy Markizy,
Hawaje, Togo, Tahiti i Nowg Zelandie. Gubernator Australii
przedstawit Strzeleckiemu projekt zbadania mineralogii kraju,
na ktéry ten sie zgodzit i zorganizowat pierwsza ekspedycje
w Gory Btekitne oraz Alpy Australijskie potozone na terenie
prowincji Nowa Potudniowa Walia. Szczegdétowe badania
przeprowadzit Strzelecki na terenie Alp Australijskich i ich
najwyzszej czesci - Gor Snieznych. Rezultatem jego poszukiwan
bylo odkrycie poktadéw wegla brunatnego, ropy naftowej i
zZtota. Przemierzajac Gory Sniezne, odkryt i wspiat sie na ich
najwiekszy szczyt, ktéry nazwat Géra Kosciuszki. Wszedzie, gdzie
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Pustynia Strzeleckiego

dotart prowadzit szeroko zakrojone badania geograficzne,
geologiczne i klimatyczne, nanosit na mape nowe rzeki i gory.
Podobne badania przeprowadzit Strzelecki na Tasmanii (Ziemia
van Diemena) odkrywajac ztoza wegla i poktady rud miedzi. Po
powrocie do Anglii, rezultaty swoich odkry¢ opisat w cennej
i podziwianej przez wspoétczesnych pracy pt. ,Fizyczny opis
Nowej PotudniowejWaliii Ziemivan Diemena”i opracowat mape
geologiczng badanych regionéw, a Krélewskie Towarzystwo
Geograficzne nagrodzito jego zastugi ztotym medalem.

W Ameryce Potudniowej dziatat naukowo jako geolog i badacz
tego kontynentu Polak, przyjaciel Mickiewicza i uczestnik
Powstania Listopadowego - Ignacy Domeyko (1802-1889).
Jego zycie i praca zwigzane byty z Chile. Domeyko byt jednym
z najczynniejszych mineralogéw XIX wieku. Publikowat
wiele w europejskich wydawnictwach naukowych, rozsytat
ciekawe okazy mineratéw po swiecie, byt autorem stynnego
podrecznika mineralogii Ameryki Potudniowej. Jego zastugi dla
Chile byty wielkie; odkryt i opisat nowe mineraly oraz strukture
geologiczng kraju, stworzyt pierwsze mapy a takze, jest twérca
teoretycznej podstawy eksploatacji bogactw naturalnych.

Andy Domeyki

Réwniez Polakiem, ktory dzieki swym podrézom po Ekwadorze,
Paranie, Andach, Argentynie i Chile zajat zaszczytne miejsce
wsrod badaczy tego kontynentu, byt geolog i paleontolog,
profesor Jozef Siemiradzki (1858-1933).



Najbardziej tajemniczym lagdem az do poczatku XIX w. byfa
Afryka. Znajomos¢ tego wielkiego kontynentu ograniczafa sie
jedynie do wybrzezy oraz do obszaréw pétnocnych wzdtuz Nilu
i nad Morzem Srodziemnym. Jedynie na zachodnim wybrzezu
panstwa europejskie zaktadaty faktorie handlowe, ktérych
celem byfa wymiana towarowa z tubylcami. Jej przedmiotem
byly ko$¢ stoniowa, ztoto i niewolnicy. Jeszcze w 1830 roku
mapy Afryki sktadaty sie gtéwnie z ,biatych plam” - obszaréw
nieznanych. Jednym z wielu polskich podréznikéw i badaczy
Afryki, byt Stefan Szolc-Rogoziniski (1861-1896) — organizator
pierwszej polskiej naukowej wyprawy (1882-1885) do Afryki
Zachodniej. Podréznikowi towarzyszyto dwéch jego przyjaciét:
geolog Klemens Tomczek oraz meteorolog i etnograf Leopold
Janikowski. Ekspedycja dotarta do wybrzezy obecnego
Kamerunu przez wyspe Madere, Wyspy Kanaryjskie, kraje
zachodniej Afryki, w tym Liberie, dzisiejsze Wybrzeze Kosci
Stoniowej i Ghane. Wyprawa zaowocowata odkryciem jeziora
Stoniowego (Barombi Mbu) i zrédet rzeki Rio del Rey, a takze
zbadaniem rzeki Mungo i kamerunskiego pasma gorskiego.
Stefan Szolc-Rogoziniski byt takze tworcg Paristwowego Muzeum
Etnograficznego w Warszawie

Anktarktyda, pokryty lodem kontynent dwa razy wiekszy od
Australii, najdiuzej opierat sie badaczom. Od starozytnosci
podejrzewano, ze istnieje, niemniej jednak nawet najstawniejsi
zeglarze nie potrafili do niego dotrze¢. W 1774 r. kapitan James
Cook byt w odlegtosci okoto 120 km od wybrzeza Antarktydy,
zanim wycofat sie w zwigzku z zagrozeniem statkéw przez 16d.
Przez caty wiek XIX wielu podréznikéw i towcdw fok pojawiato
sie w poblizu tego ,hipotetycznego ladu’, ale nikomu nie udato
sie na nim wylgdowac. Pierwsze odnotowane i potwierdzone
ladowanie miato miejsce dopiero w 1895 roku, a zaraz wkrétce,
bo w 1898 roku miato miejsce pierwsze zimowanie u wybrzezy
Antarktydy. Dokonata tego Belgijska Wyprawa Antarktyczna na
statku ,Belgica’, pod dowddztwem Adriena de Gerlache. Mimo
niezmiernie dramatycznych warunkéw udato sie uczestnikom
prowadzi¢ badania naukowe na zachodnim wybrzezu Ziemi
Grahama (Pétwysep Palmera). Jednym z czlonkéw wyprawy
byt polski uczony - Henryk Arctowski (1871-1958) — geograf
i podréznik, specjalista w zakresie geologii, glacjologii,
meteorologii i oceanografii, autor, miedzy innymi, teorii
Antarktanddéw, postulujacej geologiczng facznos¢ Andéw z
Antarktyda.

W badaniach Pétnocnej Azji, zapoczatkowanych w XVII wieku
przez Rosjan, odznaczyta sie spora liczba Polakéw. Jednym
z nich byt Benedykt Dybowski (1833-1930) - zestaniec na
Syberie, jeden z najbardziej zastuzonych polskich podréznikéw.
Prowadzit studia przyrodnicze nad Bajkatem, podrézowat w
dorzeczu Amuru, Ussuri, prowadzit badania Kamczatki, Wysp
Komandorskich i Sachalinu. Jego imieniem nazwano pasmo goér
na wyspie Beringa oraz osrodek badawczy nad Bajkatem.W 1934
r. na jego czes¢ jeden z lodowcéw na Grenlandii ochrzczono
lodowcem Dybowskiego. Z Dybowskim dzielit los zestarica i
pasje naukowa Aleksander Czekanowski (1833-1876) — geolog,
paleontolog, ktérego odkrycia zlikwidowaty wiele biatych plam
na mapie $wiata i stanowity przez dtuzszy czas jedyny materiat
kartograficzny Syberii Srodkowej. Dzieki pomocy przyjaciét
ze studidw i uznaniu jakim sie cieszyt w Swiecie naukowym

GOry Czekanowskiego

przed uwiezieniem na Syberii, uzyskat u wiadz rosyjskich
zwolnienie z prac przymusowych. Przeniesiony do Irkucka, pod
auspicjami Syberyjskiego Oddziatu Rosyjskiego Towarzystwa
Geograficznego zorganizowat trzy wielkie ekspedycje badawcze
na terenach rozciggajacych sie od granic Mongolii do Oceanu
Lodowatego, tzn. Wyzyne Srodkowo- i Wschodnio- Syberyjska
i ziemie lezace w dolnym biegu wielkich rzek syberyjskich.
Prowadzit badania geologiczne na potudniu guberni irkuckiej
- w okolicach jeziora Bajkat, nad Angarg i w Gérach Sajan
Wschodni. Wykonywat podstawowe badania fizjograficzne,
pomiary i zdjecia kartograficzne oraz gromadzit okazy
geologiczne, botaniczne i zoologiczne. Zebrane przez niego
dane topograficzne i geologiczne zmienity wyobrazenie o tych
obszarach. Posumowaniem wynikéw badawczych byto wydane
w 1874 r, monograficzne opracowanie budowy geologicznej
guberni irkuckiej, liczace ponad 500 stron i opatrzone mapa
geologiczng, ktéra zostata nagrodzona ztotym medalem na
miedzynarodowej wystawie geograficznej w Paryzu w 1875 .

GOry Czerskiego
Towarzyszem badanipodrézy DembowskiegoiCzekanowskiego
byt Jan Czerski (1845-1892). Uczestnik Powstania Styczniowego
(1863-1864), zestany na Syberie, do Omska i Irkucka, Czerski byt
geografem, geologiem i paleontologiem. W latach 1871-1883,
z polecenia Rosyjskiego Towarzystwa Geograficznego, wyruszyt
na wyprawy geologiczne w Sajany Wschodnie, do doliny Irkut i
nad rzeke Dolna Tunguzka. W okresie 1877-1881 pracowat nad
pierwsza mapa geologiczna wybrzezy jeziora Bajkat. Zginat w
czasie badan na terenach wzdtuz rzeki Kotymy. Od jego imienia
nazwano pasma gorskie w azjatyckiej czesci Rosji, pasma gorskie
Cigg dalszy na stronie 21
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Sad o przedwiosniu

Zaledwie zimy minetfa pogrézka,

W fagodnym, miekkim i tkliwym powiewie

W sad nagi wchodzi wiosna, nowicjuszka...
Skromna, co jeszcze o swych czarach nie wie. (...)
Z oddali, ktéra gtosy ttumi sennie,

Jakos$ inaczej niz zwykle kur pieje,

Ksztafcit sie w krakowskiej Szkole Sztuk Pieknych i w Monachium.
Po studiach osiadt w Krakowie. Tworzyt obrazy religijne,
historyczne, rodzajowe oraz portrety. Znane sq zwtaszcza portrety
kobiety w stroju krakowskim, do ktérych pozowata mu “Piekna
Zoska” - Zofia Paluchowa. Tworzyt ilustracje do powiesci “Quo
vadis” Henryka Sienkiewicza, poezji Adama Mickiewicza oraz
Marii Konopnickiej, a takze ilustracje do reklam.

Kiedy chrzescijanistwo stato sie legalng religia w
Cesarstwie Rzymskim, cesarz Konstantyn | zwotat
w 325 r. w Nicei pierwszy sobdr powszechny
biskupéw catego ogromnego cesarstwa, ktorzy
mieli rozwigza¢ wazne problemy Kosciota.
Zgromadzenie to podjeto kwestie doktrynalne,
jak np. zdefiniowanie relacji miedzy Jezusem
Chrystusem a Bogiem, ogtoszenie symbolu wiary,
czy ostateczne potepienie arianizmu. Na soborze
tym ustanowiono takze date Wielkiej Nocy, ktore
to $wieto miato przypadac na pierwszg niedziele
po pierwszej wiosennej petni Ksiezyca. Poniewaz
daty petni réznig sie z roku na rok i astronomiczne
obliczenia sg niezbedne do ich ustalenia, Wielkanoc
jest tzw. $wietem ruchomym i moze wypadac
pomiedzy 27 marca a 25 kwietnia. W przysztym
roku bedzie to 21 kwietnia, a w 2050 — 10 kwietnia.
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Zdrowych i pogodnych Swigqt
Wielkanocnych, radosnego
wiosennego nastroju i serdecznych
spotkan w gronie przyjaciot zyczy
redakcja “Gtosu Polek’.
